ADMINISTRATION OF ALLOCATION OF THE
LOW INCOME HOUSING CREDIT

The Federal Tax Reform Act of 1986, establishes a federal tax credit
for housing persons of low income. Under the Act each state receives a
Low Income Housing Credit Ceiling of $1.25 per resident annually. The
Low Income Housing Credit Ceiling is approximately $22 million. Execu-
tive Order No. 91 prescribes procedures for allocation of state low income
housing credits within New York State.

Pursuant to the Executive Order the New York State Director of
Housing will receive applications by March 16 from State and Local
Housing Credit Agencies which intend to allocate the low income housing
credit within their respective programmatic and/or geographical jurisdic-
ton.

Designated as State Housing Credit Agencies are:

1. the NYS Division of Housing and Community Renewal;

2. the NYS Housing Finance Agency;

3. the NYS Housing Trust Fund Corporation;

4. the NYS Mortgage Loan Enforcement and Administration Corp.;
and

5. the State of New York Mortgage Agency.

Local Housing Credit Agencies are defined as any political subdivision
of New York State or any governmental unit or issuing authority con-
cerned with housing and designated by the New York State Director of
Housing.

The initial allocation of the Siate housing credit ceiling to state and
local housing credit agencies will be made by the State Director of
Housing on or before April 15. The initial allocation will be distributed in
accordance (o categories as follows:

1. 40 percent of the Low lncome Housing Ceiling shall be allocated
to State Housing Credit Agencies;
2. 20 percent shall be allocated to Local Housing Credit Agencies;

. and

3. 40 percent shall be in a statewide reserve to be allocated to any
Housing Credit Agency for siatewide use and to insure at last 10 percent
of the entire Low Income Housing Ceiling is reserved for allocation to
qualified nonprofit organizations.

The State Director of Housing will require Housing Credit Agencies to
comply with procedures and guidelines for the administration of alloca-
tion authority provided.

Designated or potential Housing Credit Agencies may obtain Applica-
tion for Allocation Authority for the Low Income Housing Credit from
the Division of Housing and Community Renewal, Empire State Plaza,
Corning Tower, P.O. Box 2085. Albany. NY 12220.
